Most of us have seen the commercial about News Y ears resolutions and less than three
weeks later, quitters’ day. If you are anything like me, you begin the year with that age
old custom of making resolutions or promises to yourself how this year will be different.
About how this year you will be faithful to your life of prayer, or you will finally lose
those ten pounds, or how you will walk ten thousand steps every day. I typically begin a
new book to record my resolutions and my progress. The new year feels like a fresh
beginning filled with hope. This year [ will do it!

Now three weeks into the new year, how are you doing?

In my life already there have been highs and lows. Days where I have been able to follow through and
days where I have fallen miserably short. The question of course is not how we have been faithful to
those goals or how we have fallen short. The question of course is what we do with this. The
temptation is always to slowly or quickly forget about those goals, to put it off until next year, to stop
holding this as a standard. To simply forget all about these resolutions. After all we were okay before
January Ist so we should be just fine if we return to our old ways.

The alternative though is to look at those resolutions. to modify them, if necessary, but not to abandon
them. Perhaps we wonder why we chose those particular goals. Perhaps we wonder why we missed the
mark! Perhaps we wonder what kept us faithful to them. We must remember to always be gentle to
ourselves. But also, to hold on and one step at a time move towards those resolutions.

The model is obvious. Our God in love calls us into the full stature of Christ; to be all we were created
to be. We strive; we are successful. We fail. But God always always keeps on calling. Our God
forgives, lifts us up, dusts us off and sets us back on our course.

Such is the model for how we are called to live our lives. We are called to as our Methodist sisters and
brothers say, To move towards those resolutions perfection: perfection in Christ. When we fall short,
we turn to God asking for forgiveness, for strength, for perseverance. When we are successful, we give
all glory to God.

If you have made and kept your resolutions congratulations, keep it up. If you have fallen short, be
gracious to yourself, Set your mind and heart and soul to a new day, a new beginning. For as the hymn
tells us, indeed in you “God I’d working Gods purpose out”
