From the Rector – The Rev. Sarah Nelson 

 

Next Wednesday at 5:00 pm the invitation is extended to all for the observation of a 
holy Lent. Lent refers to the 40 days beginning on Ash Wednesday.  These days are 
marked by penitence, fasting, prayer and almsgiving. Lent which refers to “fortieth” 
Refers Christian people back to the 40 days that Jesus spent in the desert fasting and 
being tempted by the devil. Historically the church began the observation of Lent at 
the council of Nicaea in 325 AD where a very detailed set of rules was adopted.  The 
period of lent was these 40 days in preparation for the great feast of Easter. 

The responses to the invitation to a holy Lent is certainly part of our church tradition.  It is also a 
very personal observance.  

You might ask yourself a few questions. 

How would you describe your relationship with God? 

What would you like your relationship with God to be? 

What are aspects of your relationship with God that are fortifying and support you? 

What are aspects of your relationship with God that you would like to change? 

What can you do during this Lent to deepen your relationship with the divine? 

What would you like to remove so that you might hear God more clearly? 

What would help you to experience more clearly to strengthen that relationship? 

I am a fan of writing down your intention for this Lent.  You might tell someone else so that you 
have some accountability to another. 

However, you choose to observe Lent my hope is that in 40 days you will know and be refreshed by 
the joy of the resurrected Christ and the love of our God who “so love the world that god would give 
us his only son.”
